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Competition Team Obligations


Students must attend at least 5 summer technique classes (may attend all). (Small Fry must attend at least 3) Summer Technique will be on Wednesdays this year and First session is June 14 and last session is Aug 16th   Junior and Small Fry from 6-7pm and senior from 7-8pm 

· Students must attend all summer choreography classes.  SENIOR CHOREOGRAPHY SESSION IS AUGUST 14-17 and JUNIOR CHOREOGRAPHY SESSION IS JULY 31 - AUGUST 3.  Exact times will be announced.  Each student will be in 2 dances.  Cost for summer classes is $125 PER STUDENT, and must be paid by the end of July.  Fundraising may not be used for this.

· Students may sign up to be considered for extra dances. On the form, you may check as many as you are able to attend, but you may not be chosen for every dance you check. You do not need to pay an extra monthly cost but you will need to pay for competition entry fees and for costumes. You must also attend the recital class in addition to the competition practice for each extra dance. 
· Students must attend at least one of the summer ballet sessions. 

Students age 11-18 must attend one of the ballet intensives and age 7-10 must attend one of the ballet/tap/jazz sessions.  Forms for summer sessions are available on the website and at the dance school.

· Students must attend practices Sept – May. Practices for junior and senior will be Wednesdays from 4-7.  Cost is $85 per month for 9 months / for 2 in the same family, both in competition it is $135 per month / one in competition and one not, it is $115 per month. Price will not include a ballet class through the week (for the recital.) Competition students will receive separate ballet/technique class. Junior and Senior Competition students will still perform 1 competition dance in the recital (usually the production) The recital classes with the non-competition students will be optional. Add $15 per month for each additional class (for recital).  Competition entry fees will also be an additional cost—there will be fundraisers available—it will be about $200 for each competition. Price will be higher depending extra dances and solos / duets / trios. Fundraising may not be used for monthly payments or recital costumes etc.

To pay for costumes and other team expenses, all students must participate in the Basket Bingo Fundraiser to be held in the fall. One adult family member must attend to work at the event and each household must donate soda and dessert, and items for a basket (or monetary donation).  In addition, each household must donate 3 cases of water for the dance school. 


Solos/Duets/Trios: Cost is $160 for solos and $80 for duet/trios due by the end of July (this is for choreography only)   - Also, add $30 per month for solos for 9 months, and add $20 per month for duets and trios (this is for weekly practice sessions) There will be additional costs for costumes, entry fees, and private practice times after the dance is choreographed.  Students requesting solos must also attend all 3 summer ballet intensives AND must have attended one Dance Masters optional convention. Students may request an extra trio and must have attended 2 optional Dane Masters Conventions.


Attendance at competition practices: You may only miss one practice during the entire season; to be excused you must mark it on the attendance sheet at least one week in advance; If you need to be excused for more than one practice, or if you think you cannot attend one of the mandatory performances, or all 3 competitions, please see Mary Ellen as soon as possible!!


Attendance at regular weekly classes:  Please do not choose classes you will not be attending regularly --missed classes must be made up—you must wear the appropriate attire for class—you must set a good example as far as attitude and co-operation.
